Exciting News!—Denbigh Mission Hub.

Denbigh Parish has been selected to be one of the three
Parishes to become a Mission Hub in 2026 in our Diocese.
This means that the funding is being provided for an
additional full-time associate priest and a full-time
community worker to join us for five years, to help bring
growth to Denbigh Parish and the wider Mission Area.
